Approval of Agenda 
Moved by Mr. Giger and seconded by Mr. Davin to accept the agenda as written. Motion carried. 
 
Approval of Consent Agenda 
Moved by Mr. Hamada and seconded by Mrs. Hill that the Consent Agenda be approved. Motion 
carried.  This includes:

� Approved the leave of absence of Shane Longmire and approval of Helen Clough to

� Approval of bills and payroll as follows –General Fund, Voucher No. 281 through 351 in 

the amount of $94,735.10; Associated Student Body Fund, Voucher No. 15 through 19 in 
the amount of $6,3661.38; and December Payroll in the amount of $435,003.05.

Hill. No further nominations. Motion carried.  Mr. Hartwig asked the board to let him know if 
they are happy with their committee assignments before next month’s meeting. 

 
Hearing of Individual or Groups 
Mr. Brennan introduced Diane Mires and Jill Duncan of the grades 3 & 4 Multiage classroom.  
They gave a presentation on how their classroom works and the expectations of students. 
 
PTA – Alison Maiden told the board that the Reflections contest has wrapped up and 12 entries 
will go on to the county competition.  The Christmas store fundraiser will be held at Davis and 
Meadow Brook.
